1. Name
1.1
“The Mineralogical Society of Georgia” (hereinafter – “Society”) represents a nonprofit (uncommercial) legal entity of the private law (N(U)LE) directing its activity according to the current legislation of Georgia, international principles of law and the present statute.

2. Generalities 
2.1 “The Mineralogical Society of Georgia” (hereinafter – “Society”) – is based on free cooperation of citizens in self-governing scientific and cultural-educational public organization.

2.2. The Society shall be established on the basis of traditions of the pre-existing Mineralogical Society. It shall actively cooperate with the analogous societies, scientific and educational institutions and other organizations or private persons interested in mineralogical problems in Georgia and abroad.

2.3. The Society is independent in its activity. 
2.4. The Society is a legal entity; it has its independent financial statement, bank accounts, seal and other requisites of legal entity.

3. Goals and objectives 
3.1 The Goals of the Society include:

The promotion of the development of geological-mineralogical science in Georgia;

The active participation in complex study of commercial mineral deposits on the territory of Georgia;

The popularization of the scientific achievements in the geology of Georgia and collaborate with higher schools;

 The active participation in information interchanging activities between scientists of Georgia and foreign countries;
The assistance to the members of the Society in raising the level of proficiency in scientific researches;

The supporting to the enterprises created on the basis of mineral resources of the country

3.2 The Implementation of Objectives

To this end the activities of the Society shell include:
      The electing of representatives in various educational, scientific and state institutions and private structures of geological specialization;
The convocation of the General Meeting of the members of the Society as to discuss scientific and organizational problems concerning the activity of the Society;
The organization of scientific workshops, sessions and councils for the members of the Society;
The publication of a scientific journal, collected papers, monographs and other transactions and the participation in compiling of reference books and popular science literature;
The researches in the sphere of Geological sciences, organization of academic trips and excursions, administer economic affairs, the participation in activities of other organizations on the basis of the mutual agreement;
The awarding of the prize and rewords; the encouragement of the authors of the best scientific papers and textbooks and the scientist-specialists having contributed to the development and promotion of mineralogy; imposing of honorary titles;

The establishment of communications with associations and societies in other countries; the interchange of scientific literature and other material;
The participation in the activities of international associations and societies in accordance with the established statute;

4. The founder of the Society

4.1The founder makes the decisions concerning the institution of the Society. Having registered the Society in the State Registry Agency the founder becomes a full member of the Society and since then his (her) rights and obligations are the same as those of other full members of the Society  
4.2 The founder of the Society:

5. Membership in the society; Rights and Obligations of the Members 

5.1 The Society unites the full and honorary members; 
5.2 A full member of the Society can be a natural person - the citizen of Georgia who has reached 18 years - and a legal entity; persons interested in membership of the Society have to submit a written application with the prescribed registration card design; the Academic Council of the Society takes decision by open ballot and the General Meeting of the Society approves it by majority of votes; the persons having joint the Society have to pay the admitting due;

5.3. Honorary members of the Society may be citizens of Georgia and other countries with special merits in the development of Geological-Minralogical sciences; they shell be elected at the General Meeting by open ballot and  by a majority of votes; 
5.4. The members of the Society could be the public associations of Georgia, other legal entities and foreign non-government and non-profit societies that pay membership fee.
5.5. A member of the Society can be dissolved in accordance with the Scientific Council's decision in case of commission of a crime, violation of the scientific ethics and not payment of membership dues for the last two years having no valid reasons for it;   the member will be expulsed automatically. The person may be re-admitted to the membership of the Society in accordance with the Scientific Council's decision after full payment of the debt. The decision concerning the expulsion of any member of the Society should be approved by the General Meeting.
5.6. The true members – the citizens of Georgia - are entitled to equal rights to elect and be elected in governing body of the Society and to have full voting status at all the scientific conferences and meetings; the honorable members have no voting status at the General Meeting
6. The Structure of the Society and Governing Bodies
6.1 The Governing Bodies of the Society are the following –the General Meeting, the Scientific Council and the President.

6.1.1. The General Meeting is the highest governing body of the Society. It is entitled to consider the overall objectives of the Society’s activity, organizational issues and calendar plans; to approve summary reports of the Society and Commissions. The exclusive rights and obligations of the General Meeting are the following: to make amendments and additions to the existing statutes; to elect and approve the President, Vice-president and the Scientific Council; to discuss issues on reorganization and dissolution of the Society.

6.1.2. The General Meeting shall be held at least once a year; it will be eligible if two-thirds of the elected members are present; the Scientific Council of the Society determines the date, place, order of the day, electoral quotient and composition of the General Meeting. In exceptional cases the Scientific Council of the Society or the group of initiators (not less than 10 members) may admit responsibility to call the extraordinary General Meeting.
6.1.3. Within the time intervals between the General Meetings of the Society the governing body is the Scientific Council that in accordance with the Statute of the Society governs the legal entity. The quantity and personal composition of the Scientific Council shall be determined at the General Meeting of the Society. There have been determined the Scientific Council of 11 people.  The Scientific Council shall be elected for four years by open (or secret – according to the decision of the General Meeting) voting; persons which have received a simple majority of votes are considered to be elected.

Rights and Obligations of the Scientific Council and the Councilors:
      The councilors shall be elected at the General Meeting of the Society by secret voting, by a majority.
· The responsibilities of the Scientific Council come into force at the first Meeting if two-thirds of the established quantity of the Scientific Council members have been elected; 

· The Scientific Council Meeting shall be responsible if half of the elected members are present.
· The Scientific Council’s decision shall be accepted if half of the Councilors, attending the event, have voted for favor of it; in case of divided votes the President of the Scientific
Council shall have the casting vote.

·  The Scientific Council makes a decision on the basis of open voting; it also has authority to make decision by closed voting.
The Scientific Council of the Society

▪governs the Society and activities of its Commissions and Representations;

▪decides the issues, being in the competence of the General Meeting, if they cannot be delayed to the next Meeting (for the exception of those being the prerogative only of the General Meeting)
▪manages the assets of the Society; it approves the accounting of the Society’s financial activities

▪determines and approves the annual work plan, accountancy about the activity of the Society and reports;
▪approves the composition of the Governing Bodies having been elected by committees;
▪makes decisions on holding of the regular or extraordinary general meeting;
▪it determines the quantity of the membership dues, sets the rules and terms of their payment;

▪makes a decision about the admission of new members and proposes candidacies of honorary members;
▪makes decisions on creation and dissolution of the commissions and representations of the Society;

▪creates scientific committees of experts

6.2. Financial and economic activities of the Society shall be controlled by audit.

6.3. The Society’s activity is managed by the President who is at the head of the Scientific Council at the same time.
The President of the Society: manages the property and funds of the Society; carries on all kinds of correspondence; opens or closes accounts of Credit Institutions and commands funds on these accounts in accordance to the estimates having been approved by the Council; in the name of the Society executes and signs contracts, obligations and other documents referring the Society; employs and dismisses the employees; gives a power of attorney to the vice-President in case of his (her) absence; acts on behalf of the Society without any warrant. The President shall be elected for a term of four years at the General Meeting by open ballot, by a majority; one and the same person cannot hold the presidential office for more than two consecutive terms. Representative authority is conferred to the President of the Society.

6.4. The Commissions of the Society
6.4.1. The Society merges the following commissions:
On metallic ore deposits

On nonmetallic ore deposits

On gemstones and semi-precious stones (gemology)

On hydro-mineral resources
On museums

On mineral research methods and diagnostics

On mineral growth and technological mineralogy

On teaching and popularization of mineralogy

6.5. Representatives of the Society

6.5.1. For the purposes of expanding the scope of activity and attracting people interested in mineralogy the Society shall appoint representatives in the regions where the high interest in mineralogy is revealed. 
7. The Society’s funds and property

7.1. The financial sources of the Society are the following: admitting and membership dues; economic (accepted by scientific grants, publishing) incomes; the donations of citizens and organizations of Georgia and other countries; incomes for activities not prohibited by law.

7.2. The Society has a right to own funds, stocks, buildings, equipment, cultural-educational and other property necessary for its activities.

7.3. All incomes and funds are spent for the implementation of objectives and functions of the Society
7.4. The Society is responsible for the obligations and vested estate.

8. Dissolution or reorganization conditions

8.1. The Society can be dissolved or reorganized only in accordance with the legislation in force.

8.2. In the event of dissolution of the Society its property shall be disposed of in accordance with the legislation in force.
